2019 Louis Giella Memorial Scholarship
Like many people in Dade City and Zephyrhills, Louis Giella spent much of his life here going to school, playing pickup games near home, finding first love, causing a little trouble, starting a successful career, and raising his family. Louis graduated from Cox Elementary School in 1974, Moore Mickens Middle School in 1976, Pasco Junior High School in 1978, and Pasco High School in 1981. He went on to get his undergraduate degree at University of South Florida, not too far from the hometown he loved so much.

Louis was the most loyal fan in the stands during high school football and basketball games, and the loudest supporter of Florida State sports of all kinds. While there were no parents louder than Louis at his sons’ baseball and soccer matches, he was also a loud supporter of people in the community who worked hard, could make him laugh, and who lived full lives. As Louis grew older, he developed a love for travel but never lost sight of the place he called home where there was so much to hope for.  

Louis was not born privileged in the classic sense of the word, but he realized he grew up during a time when many people weren’t blessed with supportive parents and other advantages he had.  He also wasn’t an academic in a classic sense…but he knew what academics could do for him. He worked hard for his family, and even after his many friends moved to different parts of the world, Louis could be counted on to work hard to support them wherever their journeys took them.  Before he passed away unexpectedly in 2017, Louis had already began planning to start programs with local high schools to help kids grow into young adults with education and job training.  

This scholarship fund was established with Louis in mind for students who know education is important but haven’t always been the top of their class, who will be challenged to fund their education, and who are committed to this little corner part of Florida; these kids are the most obvious people to benefit from Louis’ legacy through the Louis Giella Memorial Scholarship Fund.

The Louis Giella Memorial Scholarship Fund Inc. announces the 2019 Louis Giella Memorial Scholarship Awards Program.  Under the Program, one (1) $5,000 scholarships will be awarded per school to seniors attending Pasco High School & Zephyrhills High School. 
Program Guidelines & Priorities:  

* Seeking graduating seniors with a record of volunteerism in the community in non-school sponsored activities and participation in extracurricular school activities. 
* Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.75, a total family annual income under $75,000, and plan to attend a 4 year college, trade school, or certification program at an accredited institution.
* Scholarship funds will be paid in December 2019 or January 2020 for the second semester of the student’s first year directly to the college and not to the student. It will be the student’s responsibility to submit to the Foundation at that time an invoice for second semester tuition and fees, student ID number and college information.

* Applicants must have the endorsement of their Guidance Counselor on their application attesting they are a qualified fit for this scholarship program.
