As part of the District School Board of Pasco County curriculum, your child will be attending a field experience to one of our environmental education centers on ______________________________________.     Your child will be transported from school in the morning and will arrive back at school before the end of the regular school day.      

This opportunity provides a unique environmental education experience that allows students to develop an understanding of the importance of the Florida ecosystems, resources and habitats for wildlife in an outdoor classroom. Students will be working primarily outside; therefore, it is essential that they dress appropriately. Students should wear closed-toe shoes or sneakers.  Sandals, slides, flipflops, or heels are not allowed Hats, sunscreen, insect repellent and sunglasses are suggested for warm weather months and should be applied at home.  Layered shirts, sweatshirts, pants, hats and gloves are suggested for cold weather months. If rain is forecasted, raincoats or rain ponchos should be worn or packed. Your child should also bring plenty of water to drink throughout the day. Students are allowed to carry a water bottle with them during activities.  

 If weather and water quality conditions are good, your child maybe wading, kayaking, snorkeling or on a boat in the water and wet for most of the day.  To save precious instructional time, your child should arrive at school wearing the old clothes and sneakers or water shoes that he or she will be wearing into the water.  Your child also needs to bring a complete change of clothing, shoes, and a towel packed in a plastic bag labeled with his or her name.  Please send extra plastic bags to store wet clothing.

Your child will need to bring a lunch and drink packed in a lunchbox or cooler or will need to purchase a lunch from school.
